Chair Livengood called the special meeting to order at 6:02 pm. The agenda was reviewed and 8 
introductions made around the table. 9 

Gelb gave a presentation on his work on King Stat, which has similar elements to the District�s 10 
Natural Resources Inventory project. He wanted to get feedback on how the projects are 11 
progressing and see what coordination is possible in identifying and solving natural resources 12 
problems in the County. Discussion ensued about using data sets to measure changes in resources 13 
and the effects of regulations and other actions on habitat health.  14 

Discussion ensued about how much data should be analyzed at this point in the process, as there 15 
is not enough money in the contract to analyze them all. Livengood suggested that the Ag and 16 
Environmental Quality or Flora and Fauna data sets be analyzed at this time so the results could 17 
be used to determine the next steps in the project. 18 

Hamilton Lucas presented the July 2007 expenses for review and approval.  19

B. Reed presented information on the Conservation Partnership program with King County. 92 
$80,000 was approved to co-fund several programs. After calculating the match for all 9 93 
programs, it was determined that they could be funded at 80% if the board approved an additional 94 
$188 for the program, making the total for this round of applications $40,188.80. 95 

Wallace Moved, Lindemulder Seconded, Passed Unanimously a motion to approve funding 96 
this round of Conservation Partnership grants in the amount of $ 40,188.80 for the 9 grant 97 
proposals submitted and approved.  98 
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B. Reed presented the Washington State Conservation Commission grant Scopes of Work for the 99 
Implementation and CREP grants. The CREP grant will create 2 new projects and maintain 2 100 
projects for a cost of $10,000 for one year. The Implementation grant will fund 4 stream or 101 
wetland enhancement projects in conjunction with the Farm Planning program for a total of 102 
$35,504 over one year. 103 

Lindemulder Moved, Wallace Seconded, Passed Unanimously a motion to approve the 104 
addendums for the WSCC CREP and Implementation grants. 105 

Wallace asked the board to approve the CAFO Farm Plan for the Smith Brothers farm. 106 

Wallace Moved, Knutsen Seconded, Passed Unanimously a motion to approve the CAFO 107 
Farm Plan for the Smith Brothers Farm. 108 

A 5 minute break was taken. 109 

Livengood updated the board on the status of the personnel investigation. Inslee Best (District 110 
Counsel) had hired an investigator and staff interviews have begun. This morning, a letter of 111 
resignation was received from Roseanne Campagna. District Counsel has recommended accepting 112 
the letter of resignation from Campagna, confirming the date of the resignation and other details 113 
regarding final pay and benefits, and continuing the personnel investigation to completion. Board 114 
and Staff are advised to limit contact with Campagna to non work hours. Counsel will draft letter 115 
to Campagna confirming final details. The Board will wait for final report from investigator to 116 
determine what additional actions to take if any.  117 

The District has received a request to co-sponsor the Vim Wright dinner. The cost is $500 and the 118 
sponsorship has been approved by District co-coordinators as the amount is within their approval 119 
authority. There will be a booth at the event that will be manned by District staff. There is one 120 
ticket available for a Board member to attend, it was decided that Lindemulder would use the 121 
ticket.  122 

The Snoqualmie Watershed Festival is requesting Forum members to support the Festival in the 123 
amount of $8,168. The Grant Subcommittee wanted the Board to consider funding the Festival as 124 
one of the Opportunity Grants as there is money left in the program.  125 

Wallace Moved, Vos Seconded, Passed Unanimously a motion to approve funding the 126 
Snoqualmie Watershed Festival out of the Opportunity Grant program. 127 

Lindemulder suggested that some Agriculture education be included in the Festival program in 128 
addition to Salmon education. Knutsen suggested a presentation about the District be included. It 129 
was decided that the organization producing the festival (Naturevision) submit an application to 130 
be approved by the Board. 131 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:10pm. 132
